Sysop Notes:

The above codes are almost standard (default) on EchoLink where ever you travel.  I chose not to decode   “C” or “D” ,  leaving them for future add ons.  I have added A* & A#  as above. There is a 5 min PTT timer.

I’m currently using ADSL internet connected to a D-link 724 router with a Pentium ll MMX-266 with Windows 98 running Echolink only on one port; a modified VA3TO interface card to a TM-221A Kenwood at 30W with a LA-150  3db Sinclair antenna on the roof.

Coverage extends to the Castlegar Airport and Balfour.

If anyone uses this Simplex Radio abusively try to obtain call sign and disconnect. If they persist use A # to remove Radio from Internet, and advise Sysop. I have a security option that will deny call signs.

If you encounter any problems using this system please let me know, as there are numerous tweaks available that might help.
